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The Transmission and Development of Pedagogical Education Culture
in Teacher Education Reform

Abstract: With the hundred years development Chinese Pedagogical Education has formed its own unique culture. Peda—
gogical education culture might be intuitively seen as the form of daily education life in normal schools ( including secondary
and higher normal schools) . However this culture in essence includes the value concept and system design of pedagogi—
cal education which are established by the state and shaped by administrative power in the longterm developing process.
